Again, a 
word of appreciation is hereby extended to Dr. Harold Law, our Vice-
chairman, who continuously volunteered his time to serve the center as 
Interim Director. We owe him a lot for what he has done for us. I am 
thankful to all the staff members as well. They went through thick and 
thin with us. We welcome Mr. John Tackes and Ms. Mary Schaefer to 
our Board to replace Dr. Gordon Wong and Mrs. Lily Ko, who had moved 
out-of-town. We thank Gordon and Lily for their valuable services in the 
past, especially Gordon, who served as the Director of our Medical Ser-
vices all those years. We also like to thank Dr. Esther Cho who went 
back to Hong Kong to live and Ms. Jackie Wong for their years of ser-
vices as advisers. 

      For activities and all the statistics, I refer you to the reports and 
charts in the following pages. We are still trying very hard to maintain all 

the services if not adding new ones. 

      Finally, I sincerely like to make an 
appeal to all in the St. Louis community 
especially members of the Chinese 
community. The center exists for the 
sole purpose of serving predominantly 
the Chinese population who otherwise 
do not know and may not know where 
to go when they need help. Most of the 
people whom we have served ex-
pressed appreciation to us because, a 
lot of times, they have to rely on us. 
Please give generously to keep us 
going. Often times, it is so difficult to 
raise sufficient fund for all our services. 
Manpower-wise, we need volunteers 
and all kind of helpers. Give us some 
of your precious time for a worthy 
cause. Most urgent of all, we need to 
find a qualified individual to fill the posi-
tion of Center Director.

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      The aim of the health clinic is to improve access to 

health care among the new immigrants and the elderly 

in the Chinese/Asian community in St. Louis.  With 

the help of the Missouri Foundation For Health, the 

Jewish Fund, other agencies and generous individuals 

in the community, we are able to provides free medical 

consultation, vaccination, health workshops, health 

screenings, health fairs, and applying for free prescrip-

tion drugs through various pharmaceutical companies, 

hospital and laboratory referral.   
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       During this period, three volunteer doctors, Gordon 

Wong, Qing Chen and Li LI, and two volunteer nurses, 

Annie Wong and Cathy Yeung provided the services at 

the clinic, recorded 276 patient visits.  60% of the pa-

tients are 51 years and older.   We want to express our 

appreciation to Dr. Gordon Wong and his wife Annie for 

their dedicated and selfless service to provide health care 

and manage the health clinic since its beginning in 2004.  

They relocated to California in the Fall of 2008.  We are 

thankful to Dr. Qing Chen who takes up the duties as 

Health Director and continues the services in the health 

clinic.   

      Our health clinic is oper-

ated by volunteer doctors 

and nurses.  We have a pool 

of some 50 volunteers and medical students to help in our health fairs, health screen-

ings, and workshops. Since the beginning of the health clinic in 2004, we have provided 

services to over 4,100 clients.
